Submission information
should include the full name of the artist and the title, medium, size, and price (for use at the
exhibit/sale) of each work.

PRIZES

Winners of the competition will be announced by mid-October. The grand prize winner will receive
$400 plus one-year memberships to the Cape Cod Chamber of Commerce and the Cultural Center of
Cape Cod. The number of winners and size of prizes beyond that will depend upon the interest by
other Cape businesses in the lottery for holiday card images. Acceptance of a prize grants one-time
rights for the winning image to be reproduced on 2008 holiday cards issued by the Chamber of
Commerce or another participating business. The artist retains ownership of the original artwork,
which may then be offered for sale at the Cultural Center exhibit in November.
